3.1.2. Types of Assessment 
There are two Main Types of Assessment. They are: 
1) Formative Assessment
2) Summative Assessment
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Figure 3.1.2.1 Type of Assessment

1) Formative Assessment  

Formative assessment refers to the ongoing process students and teachers engage in when they focus on learning goals, take stock of where current work is in relation to the goal and take action to move closer to the goal.

Formative assessment can sometime be used as Pre-assessment which is a test student can take before starting a new lesson to find out students’ prior knowledge and how much information should be provided. Pre-assessment is a way to save teachers time within the classroom by giving the exact amount of information to students in need while teaching new material.

The traditional types of Formative Assessment are: 
· True / False
· Multiple Choice
· Fill in the Blanks
· Choose from Options
· Short Answer

There are many formative assessments which activate higher level thinking and engage students to master their learning.  Among them, some commonly used formative assessment for higher order thinking are:

i) KWL
Ideally, KWL is useful for teacher collects sheets to assist in assessing what students already know and finding out what students want to know to guide them through the class and to get to know what students really learnt after the class. It is individual work on the KWL sheet. The steps to facilitate using KWL are: 
· Before the lesson: write down what you KNOW about the topic in column K
· Before the lesson: write down what you WANT TO KNOW about the topic in column W
· After the lesson: write down what you have learned about the topic

ii) Think-Pair-Share (TPS)
Teachers can observe students’ learning when they do TPS. Students can have opportunity to reflect or organize their idea by thinking and write it down individually, talk to their roommates about their idea and share to the class. Below are some example questions that teachers can provide for TPS. 
· What did we do in the activity? 
· Describe your experience/feelings/thoughts while you were performing the activity?  
· Is the activity useful as a classroom strategy?  In what way?  


iii) Four Corners/ Lines
Teachers will give a questions or a topic and ask students to silently choose a response. When the teachers says “GO”, the students must immediately go to their selected corner or line (marked by letters or words). The group, standing together, must discuss among themselves why they chose that response and share their reason/s in plenary when requested. In this way, teacher can assess if students achieve the learning outcomes and gain the competencies according to the lesson plan. 

Summative Assessment
The goal of summative assessment is to evaluate student learning at the end of an instructional unit by comparing it against some standard or benchmark. Summative assessments are often high stakes, which means that they have a high point value. A mid-term exam is one of the examples of summative assessments

i) Qualitative Assessment
A qualitative assessment is appropriate when there isn’t enough time, money, or data to perform a quantitative assessment. 

a. Observations/Process
Observations/Process is confirming exactly of what you have research during the process of assessment. They have also observations cycle which is to do pre-observation first before your analysis detail observation. After Observation, you must do post-observation Feedback and finally you can do reflection so that the assessment will be effective.

b. Interviews/Journals
Interviews/Journals are useful in the early stages of evaluation. They usually follow the surveys to get greater detail from participants, and to give a free range of responses.

ii) Peer Assessment 
Peer Assessment is asking students to work together with classmates and provide feedback to each other on their work. It helps students develop lifelong skills in assessing and providing feedback to others, and also equips them with skills to self-assess and improve their own work.
